Sunday Readings  

Epistle - 2 Corinthians 4:5-15 

 
5 For we do not preach ourselves but Jesus Christ as Lord, and ourselves as 
your slaves for the sake of Jesus. 6 For God who said, “Let light shine out of 
darkness,” has shone in our hearts to bring to light the knowledge of the 
glory of God on the face of [Jesus] Christ. 
 
7 But we hold this treasure in earthen vessels, that the surpassing power may 
be of God and not from us. 8 We are afflicted in every way, but not con-
strained; perplexed, but not driven to despair; 9 persecuted, but not aban-
doned; struck down, but not destroyed; 10 always carrying about in the 
body the dying of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus may also be manifested in 
our body. 11 For we who live are constantly being given up to death for the 
sake of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus may be manifested in our mortal flesh. 
 
12 So death is at work in us, but life in you. 13 Since, then, we have the same 
spirit of faith, according to what is written, “I believed, therefore I spoke,” we 
too believe and therefore speak, 14 knowing that the one who raised the 
Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus and place us with you in his presence. 
15 Everything indeed is for you, so that the grace bestowed in abundance 
on more and more people may cause the thanksgiving to overflow for the 
glory of God. 

 

Gospel—John 1:35-42 
 

The next day he saw Jesus coming toward him and said, “Behold, the Lamb 
of God, who takes away the sin of the world. 30 He is the one of whom I said, 
‘A man is coming after me who ranks ahead of me because he existed be-
fore me.’ 31 I did not know him, but the reason why I came baptizing with 
water was that he might be made known to Israel.” 32 John testified further, 
saying, “I saw the Spirit come down like a dove from the sky and remain up-
on him. 33 I did not know him, but the one who sent me to baptize with wa-
ter told me, ‘On whomever you see the Spirit come down and remain, he is 
the one who will baptize with the holy Spirit.’ 34 Now I have seen and testi-
fied that he is the Son of God.”
